The new boat built by John Watt at Macduff shipyard 

was loaded into a container recently and is now on its 

way to Lake Malawi.  Once there it will be 

recommissioned for service and taken to its base at 

Mlowe.  From there the boat will provide a much needed, 

improved and reliable ambulance service for the patients 

and communities of Tcharo and Zunga with Mlowe.  A 

considerable quantity of equipment was supplied, such as 

life jackets and spares, all shipped in the container.  The 

boat meets all UK marine requirements and has a 

stability certificate for fresh water, so will legally be able 

to carry 12 passengers, 2 crew and a ton of goods – 

hopefully no more! Thank you everyone.  Just pray it 

arrives on Lake Malawi in perfect condition and is used 

to its maximum to save lives.
